Section 09 30 00

1. Sentence 2.2.3 Clarification: The specified Ceramic Wall Tile Type 2 will be used for the accent
band only as noted on the interior elevation in the Men's and Women's washrooms and showers.
Ceramic tile Type 1 will be used foT the field tile on the walls. The same colour schemes will apply
to Ceramic Tile Type 1 as noted in sentence 2.2.3.

1. Sentence 2.1.3; Add Chrysalis Smooth Homogeneous Sheet Flooring as manufactured by Altro as
an approved equal to tlie specified sheet flooring. Note colour selection will be made from the full
colour range and must allow for 3 colour selections.

Section 22 40 00

1. Add the following as paragraph 2.2.6.4;
"WC"4 Pen&l Water Closet
Acorn Penal-Ware 18" Lav/Toilet - Suicide resistant comby. 1440-CT-3-BPH-04-FVH-MVCFV-
COH-PT-FVT-LPFV-OF-TF-TG 18" combination water closet / lavatory, 304 stainless steel cabinet
and toilet bowl, seamless welded, satin finish, cabinet with interior sound deadening and fire
resistant, designed to reduce the risk of suicide, 1.6 GPF, capable of 3,000 pound loading, floor
mounted with floor outlet, center toilet bowl, hemisphcrieal penal bubbler, air controlled hot and
cold water for lavatory, timo-trol with remote on/off flush valve operation, clcancut hook assembly,
flood-trol with manual reset, flush valve through wall connector, less punching for flush valve,
lavatory overflow, 24VAC transformer, 12 gauge cabinet.

Freeze stat to shut down supply fan on temperatures
below 40 deg F. Provide eontacts to wire return fan to shut down. Provide indicator lights when
fl-eeze stat has tripped with a manual reset button."

2. Add ihe following as paragraph 2.2.6.2;
"The motor shall be wired to shut down on temperatures below 40 deg F by the freczcstat provided
as part of the air handling unit."

3. Add the following as paragraph 2.3.7.2:
"The ERV shall have an integral electric preheat eoil. The coil shall be sized to ensure that on
design day conditions, the enthalpy wheel does not frost. The unit shall be designed such that the
minimum supply air temperature does not drop below the scheduled values at any time."

1. Demolition note 2 clarification: Demoliiion note 2 references carpet removal. All other flooring
materials are noted by other demolition notes.

Drawing A2'l

1. Reference attached mechanical sketch ADM-8. Provide a 2hour rated shaft wall assembly ULC#
W-307 with 7/8" resilient channels and 5/8" quite rock on the outside face of the shaft wall
assembly around the mechanical duct shown on ADM-S located around the cell block exhaust duct
at gridline 6 between gridlines C and D.

2. Room B22; Delete the vanity as noted by detail note 6 and specification reference 6009-1.

Drawing A2-2

1. Room 111: Move tliE shaft wall assembly north towards gridline 6 and increase the clear inside
dimension to 20" wide x 44" long. Reference attached mechanical sketch ADM-6,

2. Room 113; Note the millwork labeled "Radio charger and taser storage" Reference the attached
sketches ADA-3 for details.

3. Room 113: Add millwork counter per specification detail 6001-4 (base cabinet only with plastic
laminate top). Millwork to be located along gridline 7 and to be lO'-O" long with equally spaced
doors/drawers.

Drawing A2-3

1, Plan 1 on A2-3: Reference the attached ADM-7. The bridge has been removed from the mechanical
specifications. Provide 2' x 1' precast concrete pads to close the walkway loop.

1. Changes to VAV box sizes, volume settings and inlet sizes. Refer lo ADM-1.

2. Changes to the ERV schedule: The supply and exhaust HP shall each be 3 HP, The supply BHP
shall be 1.86 HP. The exhaust BHP shall he 2,34. The power requirements shall be 575V/3PH/60Hz,
30 FLA, 42 MCA and 40 MOCP. The summer design supply air temperature shall be 81db/67wb.
The winter design supply temperature shall be 44dB/37wb with the use of an electric preheat coil to
increase the outdoor air above enthalpy wheel frost conditions. Remove the remark regarding
separate power connections. Include a remark as follows: "Provide electric preheat coil to ensure
that the wheel does not frost".

2, Remove L-1 in washrootm at gridline El-3, Change tag on watcrcloset to •WC-4 in washroom at
gridline El-3. Move the lavatory cold water, hot water and sanitary connccUons to •WC-4.

1. Provided a check valve in the domestic hot water recirculation line downstream of the CBV above
room 117, Recirculation line shall be 3/4 inch.

Dra-wing M2-3

1. Changes to ductwork sizing, air flow quantities and diffuser labels for supply, return, exhaust and
transfer air in rooms B08, Bll , B14, and B17, Changes to ductwork sizes serving these rooms.
Refer to ADM-4 and ADM-5; also refer to changes in the VAV box schedule per ADM-1,

2. T-stats in rooms B23, B24j B25 <&• B26 shall share control (average temperature) over the associated
VAV box. B24 and B25 t-stats currently showing incorrect VAV box association.

3. Addition of exhaust ductwork with dampers serving cells area. Duct exhaust to room B32. Refer to
ADM-5.

1. Generator exhaust stack location moved. New exhaust ducx penetration for cells exhaust. Changes
to ERV ductwork to suite new configuration. Additional baekdraft dampers provided in exhaust
ductwork.

1. Location of generator exhaust stack moved. Cross-over .bridge removed. Referto ADM-7.

RESPONSES TO VENDOR QUESTIONS

1. Question:
In Room 101 the floor finish is sheet vinyl. Is new sheet vinyl to be applied to only the landing or
area at the First floor level or on the stair treads and mid level landings as well? Please clarify.

Answer:
This flooring replacement applies only tD the landing.

2. Question:
What is the limitof the floor fmishes in rooms lOS. 109, and 110? The extent of the work in these
rooms is rather ambiguous on the drawings. Could it be more clearly defined?

Answer:
The limit of the flooring for these areas is defined by the walls separating the space. This includes
tlie complete lobby flooring replacing, finishes noted apply to the area and are defined by the
walls surrounding the area unless other wise notes. Reference plan 1 and 2 on A2-2

3> Ques t ion :
Rooms B37, B58, B60, 152 and 153 do not appear on the plans however they do appear on the
room legends. Is there any work required in these areas?

Answer t
Rooms 152 and 153 are shown on plan 2 on diawing A2-2. This plan is an extension of plan 1 on
A2-2 and connects to tlic boitom left corner. Reference gridlincs G l / G and gridline S shown on
both plans.

B37: is located on Drawing A2-1 at the intersection of gridlines C and 7.
B58 and B60: Reference electrical drawing E2-1 .

4% Question:
The phasing drawing illustrates number of weeks to perform the work, if you add those numbers
togctiier they total over the allowable 44 weeks in the tender documents, My questions are - will
we be able to work in multiple phases at ihe same time or which time line are we to follow?

Answer:
The phasing is a suggested time line. The contractor will confirm shorten or advise of an
extension. Phase 4 will happen during other work in other phases and will be schedule between
February and April, All other phases will not permit over lap as there is no additional flex space
as the users are shifted during corstmetion,

5. Question!
With the removal of the gcneraror, wo arc required to rent a backup generator, will that generator
need to keep the entire building operational or is it only the area where work is being performed?

Answer:
The back-up generator is the same size as the existing and you have to tie in at the main transfer
switch - downstream loads are irrelevant.

6. Question:
For the power switch over, ean this work be done during regular business hours or only done on
weekends and after hours?

Answer;
The transfer switch is isolated, no loss of power to either board and if we perform during good
weather and regular working hours there would be no issue.

7. Question:
The haich on the demolition drawings is unclear as to the extent of the floor slab to be removed to
allow the underground services. Can the architect provide another drawing where the hatch is
legible?

Answer:
Refer to attached sketches ADA-1 and ADA-2.
